[bookmark: _GoBack]The LPPA provides a coherent framework for us to deliver effective parental engagement in school. This award will help us to work more closely and more effectively with our parents, including those who may be reluctant to engage with the school at the moment.
We all want the very best for our pupils, regardless of their background and ability. Effective and positive parent partnerships can have very real and lasting impacts on improvements in pupil behaviour, attendance and achievement. Research makes it clear that effective partnership with parents has a major impact on the learning of children and young people. The LPPA framework and process draws on high-quality research evidence. The Ofsted inspection process has also increasingly reflected the importance of parent and carer engagement with educational settings.

★  school self-evaluation
★  preparation of LPAA Action Plan
★  implementation of actions and portfolio building
★  interim assessment of progress 
★  verification leading to achievement of the award.



This process is supportive, developmental and progressive, rather than a box-ticking, target-driven exercise.
