Times and Locations

On Monday 10th March the PFA will also be providing refreshments, so you can browse the bookfair and have a 

drink. 

How do we pay for our books? 

The book fair will be cashless and payments will be made directly to Scholastic through their payment webpages.  

We will provide QR codes which will take you the payment page and access to our school WIFI.  Ideally you will use 

your mobile phone in order to pay, although we will be setting up some of our school laptops / tablets if you are 

unable to do so. 

What if we can’t attend the bookfair? 

All children will be given the opportunity throughout the week to look at the bookfair books during the school day.  If 

your child cannot attend then please complete the wishlist form attached to this letter and return it to school by 

Tuesday 11th March.
