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Reading
A big reminder to continue daily reading with your children at
home. We recommend a minimum of 10 minutes. We have a
particular focus on fluency and the ability to read over 90
words per minute using some expression. We also highly
recommend daily practice of spellings on Spelling Shed and
times tables practice.

Maths

In Maths, we will review and strengthen our understanding of
single-digit addition and subtraction, commutativity, and
bridging through ten. We will extend these skills to work with
multiples of ten and explore complements to 100. We will also
deepen our place value knowledge up to 100 and begin
representing and working with 3-digit numbers. We will also
develop mental strategies for adding and subtracting multiples

of ten, in preparation for more formal calculations in future units.

Science
Our key question is: ‘What are the properties of rocks?’
Children will learn how to compare and group together
different kinds of rocks on the basis of their appearance and
simple physical properties. They learn how to describe in
simple terms how fossils are formed when things that have
lived are trapped within rock and finally they learn how
to recognise that soils are made from rocks and organic
matter.

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English
We will be working from the book ‘Comet’ by Joe Todd Stanton.
This is a rich story text which explores how a family can create a
home filled with imagination and warmth whilst welcoming
change and building resilience. We will, as usual be encouraging
reading at home, teaching reading at school. In writing, we will be
focusing on poetry and using poetic techniques including
alliteration and rhyme.
