We will keep you informed of your child’s progress, learning and well-being, through meetings, learning consultations, parents’ evenings and an annual written report and keep you informed about general school matters through regular communication. We will listen and respond to any concerns or suggestions from parents and carers in a timely manner. 
4: We will have high expectations for work and behaviour, fostering respectful relationships and helping to develop a sense of rights and responsibilities. We will implement positive behaviour management strategies and develop a policy that supports this. We will develop children socially, morally, spiritually and culturally within the school values and British Values.
