Changing me

In this Puzzle piece, the children learn about puberty in boys and 

girls and the changes that will happen; they reflect on how they 

feel about these changes. The children also learn about childbirth 

and the stages of development of a baby, starting at conception. 

They explore what it means to be being physically attracted to 

someone and the affect this can have upon the relationship. They 

learn about different relationships and the importance of mutual 

respect and not pressuring/being pressured into doing something 

that they don’t want to. The children also learn about self-esteem, 

why it is important and ways to develop it.
