All entries must be in school on the morning of Friday 6™ March for
judging. Winners will be announced on Friday and the jars will be
displayed for everyone to see as part of our World Book Day
celebrations. Winners will receive book tokens that can be used in our April
book fair!

When bringing Books into a Jar into school, please ensure they are transported
carefully and safely as we are looking forward to seeing your creations!
