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To all Parents & Guardians,

Following guidance given last night by the Government, Kingsnorth CE Primary School will close at the end of the school day on Friday 20th March to all children -except for vulnerable children and children of key workers. 

Vulnerable children include those who have an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP) or have a social worker.  This closure will be until further notice.

In this instance, we believe key workers to:
· Clinical National Health Service staff (except doctors & dentists) 
· Teachers and school staff
· Police officers, Community Support Officers and some civilian police staff 
· Prison officers and some other Prison staff 
· Probation Service staff 
· Social workers
· Local Authority Planners 
· Firefighters 
· Some Ministry of Defence personnel 
· Environmental Health Officer 
· Highway Agency Traffic Officers
· Delivery drivers
This list is not exhaustive and not yet confirmed. This will be confirmed as soon as we can, once we have it from the Government. 

Please note that we will only be able to make provision for pupils who fall into these criteria. There will be no exceptions.

Children who do not fall into the two categories of key worker children or vulnerable children should remain at home with appropriate care. Whilst your children are at home, we will be providing regular learning via our website class pages, which your children can take part.

Breakfast Club and After School Club (Run by Kent Playclubs) will continue to function if staffing levels permit. However, our offer to the children may be reduced. We will notify you of any changes as they happen.

We still intend to provide lunches for these children during this time. Our menu will be restricted due to limitations in resourcing this. We will inform you as things change.

We expect all children attending in-school provision to have the highest standards of behaviour for the safety and well-being of all the children and staff present.  If this is not the case, we may be forced to withdraw the offer of in-school support.

Obviously, the task of keeping the school running efficiently will be a mammoth operation, so please avoid coming into the school, we will endeavour to ensure it runs as smoothly as possible so we continue to support our children and families at this time. Also a huge thank you to all the key workers, blue light workers, NHS staff and those keeping things running.

Our whole community is in our thoughts and prayers. We hope you are all able to see your way through the next period of time with minimal difficulty and we look forward very much to when our school can be reunited and return to normal. 

That time will come and we will be ready!
