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Dear Parents and Carers,
Returning to School - Survey
We are sure you have seen the Government announcement over the weekend about schools returning from 1st June 2020. The guidance is currently suggesting Year R, Year 1 and Year 6 should begin to return to school from this date.
The Guidance suggests that children are staggered on re-entry and that it begins from the 1st June, but not expecting all children to return on that date. As yet this return process has not been decided.
As yet, and until we have a clearer idea of numbers likely to return, we cannot formulate our plans and manage the internal logistics of making this happen.

However, there are some things we need to be clear with parents/carer about, before offering places. Siblings outside of the nominated year groups are NOT allowed to return to school. We will still have key worker children in the building.

Unfortunately, we cannot guarantee:
· That your child will be physically distanced from other children and adults at all times (2m)
· That your child will not touch or be touched by another child
· Will not contract the virus from someone else
· That the online learning or support from teachers will continue as it has up until 01 June

As part of the changes form 01 June, we regret to say that we will no longer be able to provide a breakfast club provision before school. We will not be allowing parents or any unauthorised personnel onto the school premises. 
Also, the school will not be providing any ‘end of year celebrations’ as would be normal. This ‘reopening’ is not a return to how life was before March 20th and is not an opportunity for a social gathering of the children. 
The guidelines the government and the school have set will be adhered to and all children returning will be expected to follow them.

Your child will:
· Not be schooled as normal – we are not able to provide the ‘usual’ school experience
· Be expected to be in school every day if offered a place
· Be expected to stay at home if they display any illness or coronavirus symptoms
· Be assigned to a group of 10 children maximum - due to our classroom sizes
· Stay in this new grouping at all times (bubble)
· Have a designated adult in charge of the group – this may not be a familiar teacher or adult
· Expected to behave and follow the usual school expectations of standards and attitude.
· Accessing the same learning provided for children not attending school 
· Following a daily routine of - English and Maths am and a variety of activity led learning pm
· Not bring home any resources or books
· Not bring anything into school from home (bags etc) – equipment will be provided in school
· Bring a labelled water bottle and lunch box (if needed) labelled also

All places in school will be offered on the understanding that you accept and agree to the points above.
