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Dear Parents and Carers,

Returning to School – Letter 2

Thank you for your responses regarding your school return status for your child should the government decide to start a phased return to school for some children from 01 June, we just wanted to share some further information. You will be aware of all the current press coverage and the discussions that are happening, proving what a fluid situation we are in.

We have been very pleased with the potential uptake for places, and are honoured that you are prepared to allow your children back to our school. We are currently working through the numbers and will let you know more detail as we have it. We believe we will be at capacity in some bubbles and in some year groups.

Confirmation of the Government plans is expected on the 28 May. At this point we will know if this phase is going ahead. If guidance changes, we will endeavour to let you know as soon as we can.  Please be aware that if you decide that you would like your child to have a place, you must give us plenty of notice so that we can make appropriate risk assessments and provisions for your child. This is because of the intricacies involved in strategic planning for school ‘widening the doors’ to more children while maintaining a safe provision. 

The current guidance from the government runs to 11 or so documents, which are being updated regularly. To reassure you, the school has a very detailed risk assessment in place, various action plans and is following the guidance closely. We always prioritise the health and safety and well-being of our children and staff.

It is our intention ‘widen our doors’ from 02 June and to stagger the re-entry of pupils and allow the numbers in the school to grow over a period of time. As yet, we cannot say what the timescale is and when it will happen – much of this is dependent on the final numbers. The guidance suggests that schools prioritise keyworker and vulnerable children, then Year R, then Year 1 and finally Year 6; in that order.

As we move to the next stage of re-opening, we are insisting on children who have a place at school attend every day of the week. As we plan for and arrange teaching of children, it is only fair that the teacher/adult knows who is in the bubble each day and can prepare accordingly for them. 

If you are a key worker and believe that you fit into this category, please complete the attached form (if you have not already done so) and return to school with any identification/proof of place of work so that your child can be offered a place in school as part of the phased return. 

The guidance we have received can be viewed on the school website. As this changes we will endeavour to keep it as up to date as we possibly can.








To reiterate, we are not ‘closed’ – we have children in everyday, supporting key worker and vulnerable families and we do appreciate the tensions that lockdown is causing to our families and communities.

Also, we will not be ‘punishing’ any parent who chooses not to return their child. We believe that in the current circumstances, it is inevitable that some parents are cautious and if they do not need or want to send their child back, they won’t. We will not fine or penalise parents for choosing this decision and no child’s place is at risk if they do not return yet. The government and the local authority have backed this and have no intention to do so either.

Finally, as and when we have more details we will of course share them with you. We strive to serve you, our community and our families. As has been said before, please take care, look after yourselves and stay safe.
